Teenage Pregnancy has fallen over the 
last 10 years, from 39.3 per 1,000 15-17 
year olds in 2006 (77 conceptions) to 
23.5 per 1,000 in 2016 (43 conceptions)

Deaths (under 75 years) from 
cardiovascular disease  have fallen  
over the last 10 years from 97.1 per 
100,000. in 2005-2007 to 72.3 in 2015-
2017, although the rate of decline has 
slowed in recent years..
